On June 3trd and 4th the 36th ARML competition was held concurrently at Penn State University, University of Georgia, University of Iowa and University of Nevada at Las Vegas.  Approximately 2200 students competed in this nationally prestigious event.

In the A division, the competition’s early leaders with 50 points each in the Team Round were the North Carolina A1 team that participated at UGeorgia and the Phillips Exeter A1 team that participated at PSU. Other leaders with 45 Team Round Points were San Diego A1 team and Washington A1, both competing at UNLV and Montgomery A1 competing at PSU.   Not far behind with 40 Team Round points were: San Francisco Bay A2, Chicago A1, Southern Cal A1, Florida A1, New York City A and Lehigh Valley A1.

Both Phillips Exeter A1 and Lehigh Valley A1 scored 109 points in the Individual Round to lead the scoring at 159 and 149 total points respectively. Other teams that scored at least 100 points in the Individual Round were: San Francisco Bay A1 with 106, Georgia A1 with 103, San Diego A1 and Washington A1 both with 102, Thomas Jefferson A1 and Florida A1 each scored 101 and New York A1 and North Carolina A1 had 100 each.

After the Individual and Team Rounds, Phillips Exeter A1 led North Carolina A1 159 to 150.  Following close behind is Lehigh Valley A1 with 149 and two points behind with 147 each were Washington A1 and San Diego A1.  Tied for sixth with 141 are Montgomery A1 and Florida A1.  Alone in 8th place is New York City A1 with 140 and rounding out the top ten were the two San Francisco Bay teams with 136 each.

A relay round score of 36 points which was the second best score in the Relay Round pushed the Lehigh Valley A1 team into the lead with 185 points. 21 points in the Relay Round dropped Phillips Exeter into 2nd place with 180 points.  New York City A1 jumped from 8th to 3rd with 175 points by scoring 35 points in the Relay Round.  Four points separated the next four teams: North Carolina A1 with 174, San Francisco A1 with 173, Washington A1 with 172 and Florida A1 with 170.  Tied for 8th place with 164 points were: Southern California A1, San Diego A1 and Montgomery A1. 

Lehigh Valley A1 maintained its lead and eventual first place Division A victory by scoring 47 points in the Power Round to finish with a total of 232 points.  Exeter A1’s 45 Power Round points earned them 2nd place with 225 points.  North Carolina A1’s 48 Power Round points brought them into a 3rd place tie with New York City A1’s 47 Power Round points and both teams finished with 222 points.  Rounding out the top ten in total points were Washington A1 and San Francisco A1 tied for 5th with 218 points.  In 7th place was Montgomery A1 with 212 points and a strong 48 points in the Power Round.  Tied for 8th place were San Diego A1 and Florida A1; both scoring 210 points.  Finishing in 10th place was Georgia A1 with 206 total points.

In the B division team round, Michigan B1 lead the pack with with 35 points and close behind with 30 points each were Lehigh Valley B1 and Florida B1.  Eight other teams were tied for 4th place with 25 points.  With 83 points in the Individual Round, Michigan B1 continued in first place with a combined total of 118 points.  Florida B1 kept pace with 76 Individual Round points for a total of 106.  In 3rd place through 6th place were Connecticut B1 with 94, Lehigh Valley B1 with 93, Colorado B1 with 89 and Eastern Mass B1 with 88 total points.  Still in the hunt were Southwest Ontario B1 and Montgomery B2 with 85 total points.

After the Relay Round, Michigan B1 continued to separate itself from the rest of the teams by adding 14 points for a team leading total of 132.  Florida B1 remained in 2nd place with a total of 112 while Connecticut B1 closed the gap with 12 relay points for a total of 106.  Three teams, Georgia B1, Chicago B1 and Lehigh Valley B1,  remained deadlocked at 96 points.  For the Power Round, Michigan maintained its solid pace by scoring 37 points and finishing with 169 to lead all teams in Division B.  Florida B1 finished in 2nd place with 145 points and Connecticut B1 was 3rd with 137 points.  Four points separated 4th place from 6th place with Lehigh Valley B1 at 134 points, Chicago B1 with 132 and Colorado B1 and Georgia B1 both with 130 points.

In the IRML On-Site Division, Singapore narrowly outpointed China 191 to 187. Macau finished in 3rd place with 177 points.
