Local contests will run on the same weekend and 
results will be aggregated nationwide so teams can see how they compare to schools 
in other regions.

Coordinators 
organize the local contests, bringing together volunteers and teams for a day of 
challenging, exciting mathematics.

High school math coaches, coordinate the contest with at least 
one other school and your school’s first team is free (the fees are $30 per team).
